Guests soar through and above Aspen forests and mountain glens, over the crisp, frothy waters of the Animas River, traversing a total of over a mile and a quarter of cable on spans through spectacular scenery. 

Soaring is the brain-child of the father-son team of Denny and Johnroy Beggrow, resort owner and son, who designed and developed this ingeniously engineered and patented course.  Seeking new adventure for guests, and drawing on the lush natural old-growth forest setting they call home, the pair set out to create one of the most unique adventure activities on Earth.  Most who have experienced Soaring’s zip line course would say they have succeeded.

From scenic Aspen Alley to the thrilling Catapult, the course is designed to offer excitement that is safe and accessible to all ages, with the help of friendly Sky Rangers (guides). The course and setting have won raves from climbing gear owner Paul Petzl, who has complimented the Beggrows on the ingenuity and safety of their Soaring course.  Arborist David Temple, who is also excited about Soaring’s patented system that is completely non-invasive to the old-growth Ponderosa pines it uses to hold the lacey stainless steel platforms to the trees.

Soaring® Tree Top Adventures boasts the largest, highest and safest canopy tour course available.  More than 22 spans range in length from 56 to now 1400 feet in length and promise a satisfying way to spend the day.  With this innovation in outdoor adventure, the Beggrows plan to carry on the family business they built in the Animas River canyon for a fourth generation.
