A new, high-flying eco tour adventure that sends enthusiasts soaring through one of the last stands of old growth Ponderosa pines on earth is located in the San Juan Mountains near Durango, Colorado.

Soaring® Tree Top Adventures is the highest, largest and safest zip line canopy tour in the world.  Centuries-old Ponderosa pines support 32 stainless steel platforms in 27 trees within the remote forest like a stainless steel city in the trees.  No cars lead to this pristine canopy tour location--guests arrive via the historic Durango and Silverton Railroad and spend the day soaring on over 1.2 miles of zip lines across a network of platforms throughout their day long adventure.  The exhilarating spans range from 56 to 560 feet, up to 100 feet above meadows, through and above Aspen and conifer forest and even across the crisp, frothy white waters of the Animas River, sharing views typically reserved for its feathered inhabitants.

Soaring® Canopy Tours features a patented block and cable suspension system that is completely non-invasive to the old-growth Ponderosa pines it uses to hold the lacy stainless steel platforms to the trees, making it 100% ecologically friendly.  Owner Johnroy Beggrow also holds the patent for Soaring’s unique non-braking system, which allows guests to soar across each cable and gently come in to the next platform without the need of gloves or devices to slow themselves down.  That plus the skilled Sky Rangers that send and receive guests at each platform mean that the course is safe and fun for guests of all ages.  Soaring has hosted families, groups and individuals ranging in age from 5 to 90.


Safety is the highest priority of Soaring® Tree Top Adventures.  All Sky Rangers are First Responder and CPR certified and are trained in safety and emergency protocol for the trees.  The guests’ harnesses and personal safety hardware are specially designed by the Petzl Company, world renowned maker of the finest quality climbing and rescue gear.  With redundancies and backups built into every aspect of the design, Soaring’s zip line course is considered to be the safest zip line course anywhere.  

New in 2008, Soaring® Tree Top Adventures will open its longest span of 1400 feet, through mountainside and over the Animas River, for the ninth river crossing in the course.  It is the fastest and most thrilling Soaring run yet.  It almost triples the length of its guest favorite predecessor of 560 feet.

The price also includes roundtrip train transportation on the Durango-Silverton historic railroad, offering two adventures in one day, and a four-course gourmet lunch served on a special elevated platform in the trees, with a view of the rushing waters of the Animas River.
